)% On November 11, 2025, a 20-year-old welder was murdered by a fellow employee
I at their equipment and system design and fabrication factory worksite in
Minnesota. Amber had completed a 10-month non-union welding program last
spring and recently started her career in the skilled trade.

This tragedy is heartbreaking and upsetting as Amber is one of the reasons that
NAWIC was established — to provide a support network for women in a male
dominated industry. While we remember Amber, and any one with a similar
story or experience of harassment, targeting, injury, or death at a workplace, let
it motivate us to increase support, resources, and community. While we may not
understand the full reasoning or story behind this event, there are certainly
actions we can take as leaders in construction to prevent further incidents in
our own teams, projects, and companies.

We must increase our awareness and respect for all lives that we work with.

December Safety Challenge:

- Hold a round table discussion with your co-workers about workplace violence
- Share the tragic story of Amber’s death and promote conversation of ways we
can change a mindset — aggression is never the answer

- If you see or hear something said that raises a red flag, elevate it and bring it
to a supervisor or mentor’s attention

- As a manager or company owner, invest in your employees wellbeing and
make sure their concerns are heard. Every employee should have someone they
can trust — can you be that person for them?
